Of all the stupid, moronic games | have ever seen
this is the worst. Beware, if you start this blood
sport it will take over like any other kiting aclivity.
[ got bitten almost two years ago and look at me
now: that’s if you can see me under the heaps of
unproofed ripstop (why the awful pink Dave?) and
failed designs for ferries. [ even read Roman
Candle first when [ get Kite Flyer. Long live
B.M.158S. and B.PF.

After much experiment | decided to go for the

“closed loop system”. This consists of a loop of about 40001 of 350Ib line passing
around a pulley fixed to a ground anchor up and round another pulley being
lifted by the kite. The two ends are brought back to the carrier where they are
fixed using a turn buckle or other suitable link. Details of the carrier are can be
seen below. Mine is made of steel and brazed together bul plastic tubes and
epoxy could be used for a light weight version.

The top pulley should be fixed as far below the kite as the height clearance will
allow. Under normal circumstances | use about 50ft. and have successfully lifted
this rig and teddies under a 127t Megadelta. As the rig was designed for heavy
weather 1 have built a 9t high “TRI-D" box and in a good wind a pay load of 6lb
is not difficult. All hardware was bought from B&Q so no problems Lthere. As an
improvement | am looking for some pulleys with better bearings as the current
ones tend 1o get very stiff in heavy winds.

It hardly seems a year since we arrived on the scene at Bar-
bury Castle to take up our duties as wardens. We arrived with
S Artic loads of livestock, removal van and 7 loads of assorted
gates, feeders etc., after just 3 days notice. At 11pm that eve-
ning (after the central heating had decided to erupt and soak us
twice) with the children safely tucked up in bed, we sat down
for our first meal of the day. There was a tap on the window,
the police had arrived, could we please lock up the car park as
hippies were en-route to us. We fell out of the door with a
shoebox full of keys to find the car park rather fulllllllllll We
searched through the box for a key to fit the gaie lock, an hour
later we gave up. Thankfully the hippies didn't come,

We came back to cold Chilli and another burst in ihe central
heating. What have we done?

After a shaky start [ can only say our first year has flown by.
Being wardens has been quite a change from being sheep con-
tractors, but it has been enjoyable nevertheless.

The range of incidents and problems that we have to deal with
is varied from ensuing that events have what they need to
succeed to observing that the bye-laws are not infringed.

Barbury Castle has been owned by Wilts C.C. since 1971 and it
has seen some changes since then, but not as many as now
with most of the internal fences being removed. The Castle will
be set in 96 acres with a separate 54 acres on the roadside. In
addition the car park has had 2 major extensions since Jan '91
and at least one more is planned, We are the [irst on-site war-
dens and have day to day responsibility for both the car park
and toilet area and the 150 acres of land which is available for
access 24 hours a day. Hopefully this means that the park is
becoming a little more user friendly.
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Our job is not only to clean the car park, toilet area and the com-
plete acreage but also to ensure smooth running of all aspects, be
it a mountain bike event, horse event or dog walk. Barbury
Castle is here for everyone to use and enjoy and with some work
it will be here for generations to come. Last summer on some
weeks we had upwards of 2500 school children visiting and a
huge variety of events either passing through, starting or fin-
ishing here. This year with the toilets open all day this number
seems set to increase,

We have dealt with problems such as abandoned kestrels (it took
me 6 hours on the phone to find a person to deal with herl!), lost
dogs stolen cars, car races around the car park, runaway horses
and a variety of first aid incidents.

The hippies caused the most problems, due to the fact that the
car park was closed for about 3 weeks. | understand that some
years ago a group of hippies got in and stayed for some time.
There was extensive damage and the cleaning up operation that
followed took some time.

Kite club days are fun and very much in the spirit of Barbury
Castle, the only difficulty we have is explaining your non-ap-
pearance when you pop off to festivals. Many people come just to
see the kites. We were only too pleased to be able to get the gate
provided to gain access onto the flying area. This is part our our
job, so please remember if there are any problems of any sort
we are here to help if we can.

At the end of the year memories of hippies, discoveries of skulls,
corn circles and all the many varied episodes we look back at the
new friends that we have made and look forward to the future
here at Barbury Castle.
